WOODSIDE SPRING FEST 2018 
​Woodside Spring Fest is the annual vaulting competition hosted by Woodside Vaulters.  Every family with a participating vaulter is required to help throughout the weekend to ensure that the event runs safely and smoothly for all the clubs that come out to compete.  
​Below are the particulars everyone should know prior to this year's event.  About a week before the event, the official sign-up sheet will be emailed to all families.  At that time, sign-ups are on a first come, first serve basis. The sign-up sheet is not sent out any earlier because we know that many families choose their jobs, in part, on when their child will be competing.  So, in order to avoid confusion and last minute job changes, the signup sheet is sent out when the OOG (order of go) is as firm as possible.  Until then …
When:  Set-up is the afternoon/evening of Friday June 8
             Competition days are Saturday June 9 and Sunday June 10 
             - volunteers are needed between 7:30am and 6:30pm              
Where:  Woodside Fest takes place at the Portola Valley Training Center, 100 Ansel Lane (about 10 mins from the Horse Park)
​What to expect (in a nutshell):  
* There are three arenas that run on Saturday.  The Blue arena and the Red arena run simultaneously most of the day.  Canter competitors vault in the Blue arena.  Trot competitors vault in the Red arena.  The White arena, for those competing on the barrel, runs Saturday afternoon only.  Jobs in the Blue arena usually, but not always, require previous competition work experience. In the arenas, parent volunteers fulfill all jobs necessary to ensure that vaulters "go" at the correct time, in the correct order, on the correct horse, and with the correct music. 
*This means, volunteers in the arenas take on jobs that include: managing the gate, announcing competitors, playing music, recording scores and running communications between the judges and the office.
​* Parents not working in the arenas volunteer in a number of other capacities.  These may include: office work, food service, awards and setup/tear down of arenas.
* Some jobs are assigned to specific volunteers by the Fest Managers.  These jobs require experience, dedicated hours prior to the event, or a particular expertise.
* The number of hours each family is required to work depends on the jobs at hand and the number of participants in the Fest.  The required hours will be posted when the sign-up sheet comes out. Last year, 16 hours of work were required per vaulter.
* Not all jobs carry the same weight.  When the sign-up sheet comes out, the hour value of each job will be noted. This means a lot of us sign up for multiple jobs.
* In the event that your job conflicts with your vaulter’s GO time, you may ask another parent (unless you are at a judge’s table) to cover your duties so you can watch your child vault. No one wants you to miss it!
[bookmark: _GoBack]* We may be able to provide “Clerk” training ringside this year.  Clerks record the judges’ scores and comments in real time.  Clerks are always in demand – at Woodside Fest – and other competitions.  Please let me know if you would be interested in this training.
